Students at Foothill College pass
antisemitism resolution

u he student government at Foothill College in Los Altos Hills unanimously passed a resolution on
Oct. 22 that adopts the International Holocaust Remembrance Alliance definition of
E antisemitism.

“This resolution will help by making it clear what is antisemitic and what is not,” SSI president Ilan
Sinelnikov said. “There is classic antisemitism, but there is also modern antisemitism, and this
resolution leaves no room for debate on what hurts the Jewish people. This resolution was passed to
prevent cases in the future and to be proactive.”

Calling Campuses to Adopt
IHRA'’s Definition of

"THIS RESOLUTION WILL HELP BY MAKING IT CLEAR
WHAT IS ANTISEMITIC AND WHAT IS NOT,” SSI
PRESIDENT ILAN SINELNIKOV SAID. “THERE IS
CLASSIC ANTISEMITISM, BUT THERE IS ALSO MODERN
ANTISEMITISM, AND THIS RESOLUTION LEAVES NO
ROOM FOR DEBATE ON WHAT HURTS THE JEWISH
PEOPLE. THIS RESOLUTION WAS PASSED TO PREVENT
CASES IN THE FUTURE AND TO BE PROACTIVE."
